HOW CAN I HELP AT YARRALUMLA PRIMARY SCHOOL (YPS)

We would like to encourage every family to contribute in some way to the many projects, programs and activities that go into providing a well-rounded educational experience for our children. Many of these activities simply would not be possible without the contribution of time and/or money from the YPS community.

FUND RAISING

Every year the School Board and Parents and Citizens Association (P&C) conducts fund raising activities to provide money for projects and initiatives that are not sourced by the normal school funding stream.  As an example, though we are a bilingual language school, additional funding is not necessarily provided by the ACT Government for Italian specific educational tools.   This past year alone, fund raising activities provided money for Italian books, games and resources for the classroom and the library, maintenance and upkeep of the YPS garden, a subscription for every YPS student to the MATHLETICS online learning program, new classroom furniture, and a mobile Promethean projection screen. Programs such as these serve to enhance the educational experience of all our students by providing additional resources that target YPS specific needs.  We will continue to invest in these types of resources for the school to include funding for additional interactive software, audio books, Italian CDs and DVDs, continuing with the online learning program “Language Perfect” and participation the Language World Championship.

The School Board and P&C would like to take a more strategic view towards fundraising for the next couple of years.  As our school grows it is important to add facilities infrastructure to maximize student and staff use of on line educational resources as well as improving the school’s distance learning capacity by designing and building a Flexible Learning and Education Classroom in a cooperative venture with the Education and Training Directorate.  Additionally, in line with recent and future school capital improvements, landscaping the school’s grounds will significantly improve the overall school environment and our public image.  These projects are costly but by focusing our fundraising activities on just a few areas, we can make a significant difference to the school. Enclosure (1) and (2) provide more details of these two projects.

Fundraising is done primarily through Voluntary Contributions from YPS families, contributions to the Library Fund and from activities organized by the Yarralumla Parents & Citizens  (P & C) Association. 

1. Voluntary Contributions is money that is given directly to the School in support of the priority projects.  This year our goal is to raise $15,000.

2. The Library Fund is another type of contribution that can be made to the school.  This money goes directly to the purchase of resources (primarily both Italian and English books) for the library. Contributions to the Library Fund are tax deductible.  

3. The primary P&C Fundraising activity in either the 2nd or 3rd term this year will be the YPS Trivia Night. 

To meet our goals, we are asking parents to contribute a minimum of $100 per student for the 2014 school year or $150 if you have more than one student at the school.

VOLUNTEERING

 Another means of contributing to the school is by volunteering your time.  Volunteering is a challenging and rewarding element of being involved with a school community. Becoming a volunteer gives people the opportunity to make friends, to learn new skills and to be involved in the planning and management of school activities and initiatives.

There are a number of ways to help out at YPS, both at school and at home. There are a variety of roles you can contribute to regardless of your family and work situation.
